As you will have seen, the scaffolders are working their way around the school, in preparation for the main works to start on the roof as soon as we break up for the summer holiday. 
The impact of running a school, around such a large building project is going to be challenging and I am very quickly getting use to the fact that plans and deadlines change daily!  As much as possible, I will try to give you advanced notice of any works that will impact you or your child’s class, without overloading you with too much information at once.

This means the single Year 3 gate and the double car park gates will be out of use for a couple of days, early next week. However, I have spoken to Little Jimmy’s Nursery, and they are happy for us to use their gates to get onto the school grounds, from Constable Avenue.  All the other gates will still be in use (apart from the double gate at the front of the school, which is now the builders’ compound).  
After this area is complete, the scaffolders will be moving to outside the Year 1 and Year 2 classrooms from Tuesday 17th June for a few days.  I will let you know alternative arrangements for drop off and collection times, if you have a child in these year groups, next week.
Finally (for now) the scaffolding outside the Year 3 classrooms should be complete by home time on Monday.  You will just need to drop your child off at the library doors again, in the morning.
